The definition for the word advocate is: A person who speaks in support or
defense of a person; a person who pleads for or in behalf of another;
intercessor. Jesus is certainly our advocate before God the Father. Jesus
also identifies the Holy Spirit as our advocate in John 14:16-18.

"And I will ask the Father, and He will give you another advocate to help
you and be with you forever, the Spirit of truth. The world cannot accept
Him, because it neither sees Him nor knows Him. But you know Him, for
He lives with you and will be in you. I will not leave you as orphans; I will
come to you.

We not only have the promise of Jesus return, but we have the Holy Spirit
as a guarantee.

Monday: 2 Corinthians 1:21-23  As Jesus promised the Holy Spirit, so
we have available to us the correct guidance and comfort of God Himself.
Jesus told His disciples to wait for the promise. On the day of Pentecost,
the Spirit of God came upon them and can come upon you as well. Ask the
Spirit of God to direct you and be your advocate today.

Tuesday: John 13:1-17 The washing of the disciples feet is an awesome
example of the intimate love Christ has for us. Knowing what was about
to happen (crucifixion), Jesus humbled himself by washing feet, an
example left for us as we wait for His return. We are not to sit idle, but
serve God by serving others. Jesus left the example and has given us the
Holy Spirit to lead us as we live out His example.

Wednesday: Romans 8:5-9 What governs your mind? Flesh dies, spirit
lives! The touchable verses the eternal! If we are open to something
better, we can follow the way of the Holy Spirit and experience things that
the flesh cannot. So, here’s what I think... let’s give it all to God! Heart,
soul, and the mind. Let the Spirit of God control your mind.

Thursday: Acts 10:44-48  As a pastor, | get to be involved in many
wonderful events in families’ lives. I love baptizing people in water. I
have baptized young people as well as old. I have baptized people on their
death bed, in rivers, in ponds and in baptistries. It is a beautiful time in the
life of a believer. Baptism of the Holy Spirit is even greater. Let the
overflow of the Spirit of God come on you and move to a greater
transformation in Him.

Friday: Acts 2: 1-12 Jesus gave instructions to his disciples, to wait for
the promise. Then it happened, the Spirit came upon them on the day we
refer to as Pentecost. This same event can happen in each of our lives as
we invite the Spirit of God to have full control of our lives. As you engage
the Spirit of God, make a daily commitment to live your life in Him and
for Him.
